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FOREWORD

In February 2019, amendments to the Constitution of Ukraine became
effective, enshrining the Euro-Atlantic aspirations of our country at the level of the Supreme
Law. In fact, this event was the last formal step towards the constitutional recognition
of «the European identity of the Ukrainian people and the irreversibility of Ukraine’s
European and Euro-Atlantic course» («Preamble to the Constitution of Ukraine»). It is
the acknowledement of the fact established long ago (the European identity of Ukrainian
people) and of something that this nation has been striving towards for decades (full
membership in the European Union).

The long path to European accession has been and remains a challenging one for our
country. We have had stages of declarative «aspiration» for EU membership with an actual
active development of relations in all spheres with Russia and the CIS countries in practice.
And there were stages (the entire period after Ukraine’s independence in 1991) of more or less
active Russian resistance to Ukraine’s European integration. Trade wars, political pressure, and
obstruction of Ukraine’s diplomatic activities constitute all elements of Russia’s hybrid warfare,
waged over the years to prevent Ukraine’s integration with the EU. In the end, the refusal to sign
the EU-Ukraine Association Agreement in 2013, made, among other things, under economic
pressure from the Russian Federation, triggered the Revolution of Dignity in Ukraine.

Therefore, the simultaneous conclusion and ratification of the EU-Ukraine Association
Agreement on September 16,2014, by the European Union and the European Atomic Energy
Community and their member states have become undeniably historic events. However,
the work in the process of European integration did not have an end, but rather faced new
challenges. The annual reports on the implementation of the Association Agreement bear
testimony to this. Much has been done, but there are still many remaining challenges. Due
analysis of the European integration process, all its legislative, institutional and executive
aspects, and finally, a sectoral study of the Association Agreement implementation is
fundamentally essential for resolving these problems or even avoiding them.

That is why the publication of the «Current Implementation Issues of the EU-Ukraine
Association Agreement» monograph is an incredibly timely and relevant step for Ukrainian
academia and practitioners. The work raises the most pressing issues of Ukraine’s compliance
with the requirements for full membership in the European Union. From a thorough analysis
of the underlying European integration principles to a study of certain aspects of Ukraine’s
implementation of the Association Agreement, its merits and challenges.

The EU-Ukraine Association Agreement stipulates that Ukrainian legislation must be
consistent not only with the list of clearly established norms of the Agreement itself, but
also with common values and legal standards and EU legislation. However, «the devil is in
the details», and the most unexpected challenges may await our country in certain sectoral
aspects of European integration. All of these issues - from the fundamental principles of
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European integration, its philosophy and ideology, the content and mechanisms of EU law
implementation to the most specific problems of practice (human rights, Europeanization
of the Ukrainian legal system, personal data protection, consumer protection, aerospace
activities, and many others) - are covered in depth in the monograph.

Special mention should be made of the editorial work on this research, contributing to
the choice of the most appropriate structure and content of the work. Thanks to the efforts
of the editor of the monograph, Professor Mykhailo Mykiievych, the present monographic
study will enter the ranks of the best works of modern Ukrainian legal studies.

The publication of the «Current Implementation Issues of the EU-Ukraine Association
Agreement» monograph is timed to celebrate two anniversaries - the thirtieth anniversary
of the Ukrainian International Law Association and the twentieth anniversary of the
Department of the European Law at the Faculty of International Relations within the Ivan
Franko National University of Lviv. After all, it is international lawyers who are responsible
for conducting the European integration process in a perfect, professional manner and
with the speedy acquisition of full EU membership by Ukraine.

Speaking about the role of research on the problems of Ukraine’s European integration,
it is important to emphasize the role of international legal education.

In today’s conditions, the Ukrainian State has two interrelated tasks: the
first and most important one is the victory in the russian-Ukrainian war and the further
reconstruction of Ukraine, as well as the realization of the key goal of our foreign policy -
full membership in the European Union.

The security of not only Ukraine, butalso of the European continent as a whole, depends
on the fastest process of our integration with the EU. After all, it is known that the European
Union is a project of peace in Europe, which has shown its viability and effectiveness for
over a long period of existence.

On June 23, 2022, at unprecedented speed, Ukraine received the status of a candidate
country for accession to the EU. Today, our task is to fulfill a number of criteria for the
transition to the next stage - the beginning of negotiations on joining the European Union.

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«Comparative Civil Procedure», «Comparative Court Law», special courses: «European
Social Law, «Notary Procedure», «Legal Protection of Individuals and Legal Entities in the
EU», «Fundamentals of the Bar», «European Private Law», «<EU Migration Law», «kEuropean
Competition Law», «Law of Obligations», «Advocacy Abroad», «Attorneys‘ Ethics».

The faculty memberselaborated anumber ofacademic, educational and methodological
publications, in particular: «The European Union: Politics, Economics, Law» (2004);
«European Environmental Law» (2004); «Commercial Diplomacy: Trade Policy and Law»
(2005); «The System of Quality Assurance in Education in Ukraine: Development on the
Basis of European Standards and Recommendations» (2018); «Decentralization of Public
Power in Ukraine. In the context of foreign experience and European integration processes»
(2021).

The Department of European Law has also launched a series of translations of
textbooks on European law by scholars from leading European universities, in particular,
by R. Streinz «European Law» (2009), M. Herdegen «European Law» (2008).

The Department’s main areas of research focus are: the international legal issues of
Ukraine’s integration into the world and European community, including the problems
of EU and international law theory, EU external relations law, European social law, EU
institutional law, EU trade law, comparative criminal law, comparative constitutional law,
and comparative court law. The Department provides postgraduate studies in International
Law. Since its inception, the Department has had one doctoral and 14 PhD theses defended.

In cooperation with the Department of International Law, the Department implements
a double degree program in International and European Law with Vilnius University
(Lithuania), as well as a double PhD program in International Law with the University of
Valencia (Spain).
