Preface

Every new book by Professor Vasyl Lyzanchuk, a well-known
and respected scholar and organizer of journalism education,
Doctor of Philology, Honored Journalist of Ukraine, author of
numerous scientific and journalistic works, a number of textbooks,
including Fundamentals of Radio Journalism, Information Security
of Ukraine: Theory and Practice, Journalistic Skills, and others,
becomes a landmark event in the intellectual, educational, and
information space. The author of this presentation word was a
reviewer of his textbook entitled “Genocide, Ethnocide, Linguocide
of the Ukrainian Nation: A Chronicle”, which was published
15 years ago and successfully fulfilled its didactic mission,
leaving a good and lasting mark in the treasury of educational
literature.

Having familiarized myself with the work you have just
picked up, | confidently note that over the past decade, the
scholar has continued to research this acute, extremely impor-
tant socio-cultural and political problem with his characteristic
scrupulousness, perseverance, responsibility, and determination.
He managed to actualize the emphasis, expand the subject
field of research, its chronology, and enrich the source and
content of the manual to such an extent that it gives grounds to
talk about the creation of a new book covering the period from
the second third of the ninth century to 2023 inclusively.

Its appearance is of particular importance and relevance in
the context of the current occupation and genocidal war of the
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Russian Federation against Ukraine. The so-called “big brother's”
full-scale armed invasion of Ukraine was a continuation of its
centuries-old imperial strategy aimed at the total exsanguination
of the Ukrainian ethnonation, the seizure of its territory, the
destruction of the national language, cultural heritage, statehood,
the erosion of identity, and the erasure of historical memory. The
use of prohibited modern weapons and information resources
by the Moscovites is organically combined with the use of such
cynical means of civilians’ extermination, children, women,
grandparents, as mass murder, executions, rape, arrests torture,
abduction and deportation of people, displacement of people,
total destruction of towns and villages, housing, educational
and medical institutions, creation of unbearable living con-
ditions due to power outages, interruptions in the supply of
water, heat, gas, food, fear-mongering, etc. All of this convincingly
compares the current armed aggression of Moscow to the
imperial policy of Russian tsarism and Bolshevism, both in terms
of its hateful intentions and its methods of war, repression, bans,
starvation and cold death, blackmail, lies and disinformation.

In this context, it is appropriate to recall the work of
M. Dobriansky-Demkovych “Ukraine and Russia”, in which he
characterized the deep essence of Russian messianism: “This is
the ability to remove the head of an enslaved people so that they
kiss the executioner’s hand and thank him for liberation. This skill
is one of the manifestations of the cynicism inherent in Russian
imperialism,acynicismthatborders on sadism. Russianimperialism
has an elementary wild and at the same time exquisitely refined,
fierce hatred against anyone who wants to be a free person and
does not want to go into captivity to the “liberators”.

The key words of Vasyl Lyzanchuk’s book are three interrelated
concepts: genocide, ethnocide, and linguocide, which have
the same ending “cid” from the Latin saedo, meaning to kill, to
destroy. Accordingly, genocide is primarily the programmed
physical murder of people, ethnocide is the deliberate destruction
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of humanity on ethnic grounds, and linguocide is the purposeful
destruction of the language of a people. In a concentrated form,
all these forms of crimes against humanity were brought to a new
wave by Putin’s Russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine, although
their genetic roots go back to princely and Cossack times and span
a thousand years of history.

Without recounting the contents of the book, | would like to
note that each of its seven chapters covers the milestone events
and phenomena of two processes parallel in time, but opposite
in intentions and civilizational dimension: The ethnogenesis,
nationand state-building of the Ukrainian people, their selfless
struggle for freedom, liberty, independence, unity, and self-
affirmation, on the one hand, and the Moscovites' desire to
physically and spiritually enslave Ukrainians, seize and rob their
lands, assimilate them and turn them into slaves, and force their
language, culture, church, customs, and mentality on them.
It is a kind of chronicle of the centuries-long destruction of
Ukrainians, their Russification, and at the same time the struggle
of an unconquered nation for its identity and separateness, for its
language, culture, and spirituality.

It is important to note that even after the restoration of
state independence, Ukraine continued to be under the watchful
eye of the Kremlin and its agents, as the materials in the final
chapter confirm. In the era of “developed Kuchmism” and
during the Yanukovych era, Moscow had a hand in raising the
heads of Ukraine’s internal enemies, supporters of the “Russian
world,” separatists, collaborators, and traitors like the collective
“Tabachnyk” and collective “Medvedchuk” who, pretending to
be Ukrainian politicians, advocated “friendship” and “common
history”. Putin’s article under the cynical headline “On the
Historical Unity of Russians and Ukrainians” (2021), rightly called
“Mein Kampf” by journalists, actually denied the separateness of
the Ukrainian people and their right to a future. When he launched
the armed invasion, he counted on his agency in Ukraine, trying
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to use it to create an internal front and present the war itself as
a civil conflict.

As a professional historian and source researcher, | am
admired by the titanic and large-scale scientific search and
research work that Professor Vasyl Lyzanchuk has done on the
way to creating this manual, including the search, identification,
study, and scientific comprehension of a huge number of unique
chronicle, documentary, archival, literary sources and historical
narratives.

Thus, the book comes out at a time when the Ukrainian
people and its current generations are going through extremely
difficult times, when the nation is once again faced with the
almost eternal question: to be or not to be. Students, graduate
students, teachers, and the general public who are not indifferent
to the Ukrainian cause have received a kind of encyclopedia of
the resistance’s history to the sinister destruction of Ukraine.
When comprehending the dramatic pages of Moscow genocidal
policy, it is important to perceive it not as individual episodes
or phenomena, but as a system and a centuries-long process of
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destroying the Ukrainian people, the Ukrainian language, culture,
and church, and erasing historical memory. The publication of
this manual is a real response to the challenges of the Russian-
Ukrainian war, and it will take its rightful place in confronting
and debunking the enemy’s manipulative propaganda, refuting
its myths about “one people”, “common territory and history”. It
is a logical continuation of the author's previous books Forever
Shackles Were Forged, Shackles Are Still Being Forged, Do Not Be
Deceitful with Words, Always Remember: You are a Ukrainian!”,
“Yes! lam a Ukrainian!”, “Let’s create Ukraine together!”, etc.

Particular attention should be
paid to the formation of national and state consciousness and
patriotism among young people, instilling in them love and pride
for their homeland, readiness to defend it, and finally overcoming
the internal causes of collaboration, betrayal, and cooperation
with the enemy.

It is very important for each of us, on an individual level,
to finally “kill the Little Russian” in ourselves, to overcome the
stereotype of “good Russians”, to realize that we are not Little
Russians, but Ukrainians.
