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INTRODUCTION

Over centuries Ivan Franko National University of Lviv has been one of
the most important centers for the promotion of Ukrainian scientific and
educational thought, and the upbringing of youth following the best traditions
and achievements of the global civilization. The history of the University of
Lviv dates back to the 16"™-17th centuries when the development of book
printing and schooling created preconditions for introducing the “seven liberal
arts” university model in schools at the Dormition Stavropegial Brotherhood,
the Latin Cathedral, and Lviv Jesuit Collegium.

Historical traditions of unique academic spirit, a unique university
atmosphere of intellectual freedom and respect for creative personalities are
critical for the modern stage of development of Lviv University as well. Today
Ivan Franko National University of Lviv is one of the most prestigious and high-
rated higher educational institutions in Ukraine and beyond. For more than three
and a half centuries, Lviv University has been a recognized center of national
education, science, and spirituality. The history of the University was created by
scientists of different epochs, cultural traditions as well as social and political
views. The leading scientists discovered the secrets of fundamental sciences and
developed innovative teaching ideas. The University has always been a good
school of professionals and has preserved those traditions up till now.

Lviv University was founded on January 20, 1661 by the privilege of the
King of Rzeczpospolita Jan Kazimierz. The King’s diploma gave the Jesuit
Collegium in Lviv “the dignity of the academy and the title of the university”
with the right to introduce “general studies...., liberal arts and disciplines”
at its faculties, award scientific degrees of bachelor, master, and doctor. Even
though the second part of the 17* century was the period of economic decay of
Rzeczpospolita because of the political crisis in the state, the scope and standard
of teaching at Lviv Jesuit Collegium was at the same level as in other European
universities of that time.

After the Western Ukrainian lands were included in the Habsburg
Monarchy, the Jesuit Order was dissolved, and that meant legal liquidation of the
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INTRODUCTION

educational institutions subordinated to it, and hence Lviv Jesuit Collegium was
closed in 1773. In 1784 the University was restored based on several educational
institutions and became the state higher educational institution focused on the
needs of the Austrian state. Several stages could be pointed out in the history of
the University, related to scientific and educational transformations: University
of Joseph (1784-1805); Lviv Lyceum (1805-1817); Franciscan University (1817-
1918).

In the Austrian period, the University functioned as a higher educational
institution with four classical faculties — the Faculty of Philosophy, Theology,
Law, and Medicine. Despitenumeroussocial and political trends, Lviv University
was developing rapidly borrowing the best values of the European science and
educational culture. It was then that scientific schools that later became well-
known in the world were developed: the school of theology, philosophy, law,
geography, mathematics, physics, chemistry, zoology, medicine, history, etc.
The Astronomic Observatory, Botanic Garden, Scientific Library, and museums
with rich collections of exhibits became integral components of the University.

The Ukrainian national tradition of higher education was always linked to
the idea of launching a Ukrainian university. In 1787-1809 Studium Ruthenum
(Rus Institute) was functioning at the Faculties of Philosophy and Theology
of the University to meet the cultural and educational needs of Ukrainians.
That was a division where some subjects were taught in Ukraine. The names
of famous scholars are connected with this period, viz. Antony Anhelovych,
Petro Lodiy, Modest Hrynevetskyi. As quite an impetus for the commencement
of the new stage of Ukrainians’ fight for their rights at Lviv University there
came the “Spring of Nations” in 1848-1849 in Austria, which created favorable
conditions for the activation of social and political life in Eastern Galicia. As a
result, on September 13, 1848, Emperor Franz I issued a decree, under which
the Department of Rus” (Ukrainian) Language and Literature was established at
the University to be headed by the well-known scholar and public figure Yakiv
Holovatskyi.

A milestone event for the University took place on October 14, 1875 — Ivan
Franko striving to study classical philology, Ukrainian language and literature
became a student of the Faculty of Philosophy of Lviv University. But in June
1877 1. Franko was arrested for his public activity qualified as a “socialist” and
was forced to stop his studies at the University. Due to the circumstances, he had
to finish his university studies out of Lviv. In particular, at Vienna University,
under the supervision of a well-known Slavist Vatroslav Jagi¢, Ivan Franko
presented his thesis and obtained his PhD in 1893. Ivan Franko did come back
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INTRODUCTION

to Lviv University on March 22, 1895 to deliver his habilitation lecture, but he
did not start working at the University — largely due to political factors.

The strategy of fighting for a separate Ukrainian university in Lviv via
protection of the rights of Ukrainians at Lviv University was outlined by a
famous historian Mykhailo Hrushevskyi, with whose name the establishment
and activities of the Department of General History, with a special focus on
Eastern Europe, is connected: “In Lviv, the capital of Halych Rus, in the center
of national, cultural life, in the current circumstances of not just the Austrian part,
but whole Ukraine-Rus, from the San River to Kuban, this need of the Ukrainian-Rus
people must primarily be met. Lviv University belongs to Rusyns! We are not talking
about what the authorities would do with Polish studies — maybe, they would like to
give Polish people one more university in the area, maybe they would like to leave the
current Lviv University in their hands, and establish a new one for Rusyns, — as said,
we are not talking about this, we just repeatedly emphasize that Rusyns must have a
Rus University in Lviv!”

At the beginning of the 20* century, Metropolitan of the Ukrainian Greek-
Catholic Church Andrey Sheptytskyi also started dealing with the issue of a
Ukrainian university in Lviv. In his belief, an opportunity to study in the native
language constituted one of the preconditions for further cultural and political
development of Ukrainians. On June 28, 1920, the Metropolitan delivered a
speech at the Vienna Parliament, substantiating the demand for a Ukrainian
university, emphasizing its “invincible impact on the public life of citizens”.
In his speech, he stressed the following: “The university is primarily about the
postulate of science and culture, and mankind has already come to be convinced that
the contributions made for the sake of enriching cultural life and science are not (...)
expenses but rather investments yielding a lot of benefits”.

One of the most tragic pages in the history of fighting for a Ukrainian
university in Lviv at the turn of the 19th-20" centuries was an outward
opposition between Ukrainian and Polish students. In 1910, in one of the clashes,
a Ukrainian student Adam Kotsko perished. His death became the symbol of
the fight of Ukrainians for their own University and the affirmation of the value
of freedom.

In 1919-1939, when Lviv was under Poland, the University was named
after Jan Kazimierz. It was among the largest in the then Poland by the number
of students. But it was next to impossible for many Ukrainians to study on its
premises. Hence, in 1921 Ukrainians founded the Ukrainian Underground
(Secret) University. Professors at that educational institution were outstanding
Ukrainian scientists and scholars, including psychologist Stepan Baley, literary
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scholars Mykhailo Vozniak, Kyrylo Studynskyi and Vasyl Shchurat, folklore
specialists Filaret Kolessa, historians Myron Korduba and Ivan Krypiakevych,
mathematicians Volodymyr Levytskyi and Mykola Chaykovskyi, lawyers
Volodymyr Verhanovskyi, Yevhen Davydiak, Volodymyr Okhrymovych,
Mykola Chubatyi, medical doctor Maryan Panchyshyn, anthropologist Ivan
Rakovskyi, and others.

At the beginning of World War II, when Western Ukraine joined the
Ukrainian SSR, the University named after Jan Kazimierz was renamed as Lviv
State University. The Presidium of the Verkhovna Rada of the Ukrainian SSR
assigned the name of Ivan Franko to Lviv University by its decree of January 8,
1940. Some structural changes occurred: the Faculty of Theology was liquidated,
while the Faculty of Medicine was separated to create the Medical Institute on
its basis. There were five faculties at the University: the Faculty of History, Law,
Philology, Physics and Mathematics, and Natural Sciences. Some 2 thousand
people studied at the University back then.

Lviv University was always famous for the traditions of its student
movement of the national and statehood direction. Lviv youth was among
the first to revive the Ukrainian statehood in the days of Lystopadovyi Chyn
(November revolt) in 1918, to protect the national idea in the units of Sichovi
Striltsi (Sich Riflemen), Ukrainian Galician Army. Students played an important
role in the establishment of the Ukrainian Insurgent Army in the period of
World War II, opposing totalitarianism and foreign enslavement. The ideas of
freedom and rebirth of the Ukrainian culture and education were advocated
by the representatives of the movement of shistdesiatnyky (movement of the
the 60ies), closely related to the University — Ivan Hel, Iryna and Thor Kalynets,
Mykhailo Kosiv, Mykhailo and Bohdan Horyn, Mykhailo Osadchyi, etc.

The spirit of free University gained a new impetus when Ukraine gained
its Independence. The year 1999 became a milestone for the University, since it
was back then that on October 11, 1999, by Decree of the President of Ukraine
No. 1311/99, “taking into account the considerable contribution of Ivan Franko State
University of Lviv into the training of highly qualified specialists and development of
science”, it was granted the status of “national”.

Now Lviv University stands for nineteen faculties, Pedagogical
Professional College, more than 25 thousand students, almost a thousand of
post-graduate and doctoral studies students. The educational and scientific
process is provided for by more than two thousand research and teaching
staff members and more than two thousand members of administrative and
general staff.

Almost three dozen internationally recognized scientific schools have been
formed at the University, including solid state physics, functional analysis,
philosophy, Franko studies, organic and inorganic chemistry, history and
auxiliary historical disciplines, and the Lazarenko School of Mineralogy. The
University’s graduates include well-known scientists, politicians, and public
figures. Prominent personalities whose their names are inscribed in the world’s
intellectual and spiritual heritage have studied and worked at Lviv University:
spiritual awakener of Halychyna Markiyan Shashkevych, the genius of the
Ukrainian nation Ivan Franko, historian Mykhailo Hrushevskyi, author of
the music of the State Anthem of Ukraine father Mykhailo Verbytskyi, theatre
director Les Kurbas, one of the creators of modern functional analysis Stefan
Banakh, lawyer and writer Andriy Chaykovskyi, inventor of typhoid vaccine
Rudolf Weigl, unit commander of the Ukrainian Galician Army Olena Stepaniv,
head of the Western Ukrainian People’s Republic Yevhen Petrushevych, MP of
the Austrian Parliament for many years, leader of the national and liberation
campaigns and Western Ukrainian People’s Republic Kost Levytskyi, founder
of the Ukrainian Military Organization, organizer and first head of OUN
(Organization of Ukrainian Nationalists) Yevhen Konovalets, patriarch of the
Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church Josyf Slipyi, founder of the study of genocide
Rafal Lemkin, one of the authors of the human rights concept Hersh Lauterpacht,
philosopher Roman Ingarden and thousands of other University graduates that
changed and keep changing the world around us for the better.

Every year students of Lviv University win in all-Ukrainian and international
intellectual and sports competitions. The civic stance of the University youth
who drastically changed the course of history in the times of events that were
landmark ones for Ukraine — the Revolution on Granite, the Orange Revolution,
and the Revolution of Dignity — inspires respect and admiration. It is certainly
thanks to the effort of many generations of students, graduates, and teachers
of the University that Ukraine got a chance to take a worthy place in the
family of independent European states. The most active representatives of the
University community — Heroes who were engraved in history as the Knights
of the Heavenly Hundred, the warriors of the front fighting with the Russian
aggressor — have sacrificed their lives for the sake of attainment of this goal.

The continuity of scientific traditions and openness to innovations
contribute to the fact that the University holds leading positions in prestigious
rankings. Ivan Franko National University of Lviv is also famous for its scientific
objects that constitute the national heritage of Ukraine, namely the collection
of manuscripts, old printed and rare books of the University’s Scientific
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Library, the Scientific and Research Complex of Equipment for the Study of
Artificial Near-Earth Bodies of the University’s Astronomical Observatory,
the oldest Herbarium in Ukraine (founded in 1783), the collection of cultures
of microorganisms producing antibiotics, the Botanic Garden, the scientific
collections and museum exposition of the Zoological Museum, the Collection
of Fossils of Plant and Animal Remains of the Paleontological Museum.

Lviv University remains open to the world, keeps establishing partnerships
with many universities and research institutions of our country as well as
international ones. Hundreds of agreements with foreign educational institutions
are being implemented, international educational programs of academic
mobility are being carried out, and every year university staff members are
sent on foreign business trips under various programs. University teachers
and students participate in the Erasmus+ program, and the right to academic
mobility and studies at the University is ensured for foreign students.

The slogan that adorns the frontispiece of the main building of the University
“Patriae decori civibus educandis” best describes one of the main missions of Lviv
University — to be not only a center of quality education but also to perform
important tasks for society — to develop a responsible personality with a
conscious national stance, to promote social and economic development of
society, to generate the changes that our state needs. In addition, today, in the
context of Russia’s military aggression against Ukraine, the University faces
new challenges — of a state-driven nature: volunteer work, provision of support
to students, faculty, and staff mobilized to the Armed Forces of Ukraine, and
establishment of Ukrainian studies centers in European universities.
