INTRODUCTION

The Russian-Ukrainian war, which grew from hybrid forms into
open aggression in 2014 and a full-scale invasion in 2022, forced
the Ukrainian authorities, representatives of European and world
leaders to rethink geopolitical challenges and strategies, and
Ukrainian and foreign journalists to cover it.

During this time, a lot of events and publications have oc-
curred, some of which the lecturers of the Department of Foreign
Press and Information (M. Zhytariuk, Y. Los, T. Lylo, T. Khomen-
ko, Y. Melnyk, A. Melnyk, T. Balda and S. Smirnov), as well as the
acting head of the Department of Theory and Practice of Journa-
lism M. LozynsKkyi, tried to comprehend and organize within the
framework of the implementation of the scientific topic «Problems
of Modern Foreign Journalism in the Context of Axiological Do-
minants» (state registration number: 0121U110156).

The monograph of the team of authors «Media Discourse
of War: Ukrainian and Foreign Experience», in addition
to the preface, conclusions and bibliography, has three chapters:
«Historical and Socio-Political Preconditions of the
Existential War in Ukraine»; «Media discourse of the
russian-Ukrainian war abroad», «Media Discourse of
War in Ukraine».

The authors of the first chapter (Taras Balda, Yosyp Los, Taras
Lylo and Serhii Smirnov) studied: the Ukrainian issue in US do-
mestic and foreign policy through the prism of Ukrainian diaspo-
ra publications; the genocide of modern Russia; the book ‘Russia
in 1839’ by Astolphe de Custine as a key to understanding modern
Russia); information security of Ukraine in documents, events,
and dates.

The authors of the second chapter of the monograph (Andrii
Melnyk and Yurii Melnyk) present the perception of the Rus-
sian-Ukrainian war in American conservative journalism and the
propaganda function of place names in Eastern Europe (commu-
nisation, decommunisation, the Russian-Ukrainian war).
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In the third chapter of the monograph (Marian Zhytariuk,
Tetiana Khomenko, Marian Lozynskyi), the authors reflect on
the professional duty of a journalist and the civic duty of a sol-
dier in the context of the war for Ukraine’s independence; outline
the strategic narratives of the media in the conditions of the Rus-
sian-Ukrainian war through the dynamics of information resist-
ance; and provide a thematic and content review of the periodical
press in the context of the Russian-Ukrainian war (on the example
of newspapers in Donetsk and Chernihiv regions).

In his research paper «The Ukrainian Issue in the US Do-
mestic and Foreign Policy through the Prism of Ukrain-
ian Diaspora Publications», Taras Balda analyzed the US Ad-
ministration’s attitude to Ukrainian issues at different times and
outlined a number of reasons and consequences of such behavior,
in particular, the level and scope of the US support for Ukraine,
which does not satisfy both the leadership of our country and many
ordinary citizens who rightly believe that such assistance is not
enough to win this war. According to T. Balda, the US indecision
and support for Ukraine through «buts» are due to certain trends
in the Ukrainian issue that have been formed in the White House
for decades. The author came to this conclusion based on an anal-
ysis of the US foreign and domestic policy on the Ukrainian issue
in general and the Russian-Ukrainian war in particular through
the prism of Ukrainian diaspora publications. T. Balda notes that
the authors of Ukrainian magazines objectively and carefully ana-
lyzed the statements and appeals made by leading US officials and
presidential candidates during the election race, comparing them
with real political steps and actions.

In the section of the monograph «The Limits of Knowledge:
Something About the Genocide which Modern Russia is
Committing...», Yosyp Los examines the trends in the journalis-
tic analysis of relations between Russia and Ukraine as a result of
the total aggression of the Putin regime. According to the profes-
sor, human consciousness cannot always objectively comprehend
the long-term consequences of the intervention of an individual
or state structures in the supposedly polished world agenda. Due
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to the politicking of Putin’s Russia, knowledge as a force has lost
its primary meaning. Experts, in particular, Oleksandr Mykhed,
who evaluate the criminal actions of the modern Horde against
Ukraine on the basis of many factors, correctly use the concept of
«genocide».

«The state that can exist only by conquest «Custine s
«russia in 1839» as the key to understanding of modern
russia»)» is a section of the monograph written by Taras Lylo.
The author determines and analyzes the main features of Russian
character and the way of life presented in the travel writing of the
French aristocrat Marquis Astolphe de Custine, which were pub-
lished in the book «Russia in 1839». The researcher focuses on the
Custine’s biography, the motivation for the visit and the writing of
the book based on his observations. In particular, it is about how
a journalist should resolve the internal conflict between gratitude
(the French writer was hospitably received in Russia) and the ob-
ligation to tell the truth. Special attention is paid to the contrasts
between the expectations of the French Marquis who went to Rus-
sia in search of additional arguments in favor of absolute mon-
archy, and what he saw in several Russian cities (St. Petersburg,
Moscow, Yaroslavl).

By studying the image of Russia in the middle of the 19th cen-
tury, Taras Lylo tried to determine the dynamics/statics of Rus-
sians’ value orientations over the past two hundred years and find
out how much modern Russia resembles Russia during the time
of Tsar Nicholas I. The author also provides information on the
main receptions of Custine’s work in French society and in Rus-
sia, where the book was banned. The reaction to the book of some
famous Ukrainians who lived at that time in the Russian Empire
and in the West is also pointed out.

The section of the monograph «Information security of
Ukraine (documents, events, dates)» written by Serhii
Smirnov shows the genesis of the concept of hybrid war, its infor-
mation component and ensuring information security in official
documents. This approach illustrates how difficult it is for a long
time to realize the importance of information and information se-
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curity in Ukraine. The doctrine of information security of Ukraine
was adopted in 2017, in the third year of the war - after the an-
nexation of Crimea and the occupation of part of the territory in
the Donetsk and Luhansk regions. The author shows changes in
the understanding, tasks and goals of «information security» as
a state policy based on official documents adopted since 1991. The
chronology of the documents and their main characteristics are
combined with the main critical events of the modern history of
Ukraine, Russian-Ukrainian relations and events in the Russian
Federation. This allows us to reveal the transformation of the con-
cept of information security in the context of events, current in-
terests, and demonstrates the level of awareness of the state and
citizens of their own subjectivity at home and in the world.

The second chapter of the monograph «Media discourse of
the russian-Ukrainian war abroad» begins with Andrii Mel-
nyk’s article «<From None of Our Business to Moral Duty:
Perception of the Russian-Ukrainian War in American
Conservative Journalism». The researcher emphasizes that it
is difficult to deny the influence of American public intellectuals on
the formation of political strategies. This is especially noticeable
in the field of foreign policy. The Russian-Ukrainian war has be-
come a topic of much commentary from representatives of various
US political groups. From the first days of the full-scale invasion,
the views of far-right and far-left authors who questioned conven-
tional narratives, expressed skepticism about aid to Ukraine, and
justified Russian aggression caused particular resonance. These
views were often picked up and spread by Russian propaganda,
which sought to undermine support for Ukraine from its Western
allies.

Andrii Melnyk offers an overview of the comments of influential
American conservative intellectuals on the causes and course of
the Russian-Ukrainian war. The attention to this topic is primar-
ily due to the fact that at the end of 2024, conservative figures in
the United States, namely representatives of the Republican Party,
gained a majority in both houses of Congress, and Donald Trump
became president for the second time. Therefore, in the chapter,
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the author examines the views of both those conservative intellec-
tuals who blame the war on Western expansionism and value deg-
radation and express skeptical statements about American aid to
Ukraine (Jordan Peterson, John Mearsheimer, Patrick Buchanan),
and those who advocate aid to Ukraine for pragmatic reasons (Ben
Shapiro) and for reasons of protecting Western values and the lib-
eral world order (Jonah Goldberg, Robert Kagan).

In the section «The Propaganda Function of Toponyms
in Eastern Europe (Communization, Decommunization,
Russian-Ukrainian War)» Iurii Melnyk attempted to consider
the toponymic text of Eastern European countries from the point
of view of propaganda. The author took into account three turning
points in the history of the region: communization (mainly after
1945), decommunization (1989-91) and the Russian-Ukrainian
War (since 2014 and with particular intensity since 2022). The
countries of Eastern Europe chose different paths of development
after they gained freedom. Some, like the Czech Republic, Poland
or Estonia, reoriented their toponymic texts from promoting com-
munist ideas and glorifying communist heroes to a fundamentally
new propaganda message, mainly focused on national values, na-
tional heroics, including the anti-communist one. The rest, like
Russia, Belarus or the unrecognized republic of Transnistria, re-
mained with the Soviet toponymic text, to which they made minor
adjustments.

Ukraine, being the last of the Eastern European countries to
follow this path, also began the decommunization of its toponymic
message: first in 2014, and definitely in 2022. The full-scale in-
vasion of the Russian army pushed Ukraine to the point that, in
addition to decommunization, there is also a derussification of the
toponymic text taking place — the «Pushkinopad» in the broad
sense of the word. In parallel, Russia is renaming the occupied
territories of Ukraine: returning Soviet toponyms and introducing
new meanings associated with the «special operation» and the
Z-ideology. Against the backdrop of the Russian-Ukrainian war
in many countries of the world, renaming toponyms in honor of
Ukraine (in particular, streets where Russian embassies are loca-
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ted) is a way to show solidarity with Ukraine and a form of infor-
mation warfare against Russia.

The third chapter of the monograph «Media Discourse of
the War in Ukraine», begins with the study «Professional
Duty of a Journalist and Civic Duty of a Soldier in the
War for Ukraine s Independence» by Marian Zhytariuk,
dedicated to both active journalists (Ukrainian and foreign), and
soldiers and officers who left their newsrooms and studios and
chose the battlefields, to the alive and the dead.. In the author’s
opinion, the real heroes are, firstly, all media professionals who
strive to convey the truth to the world about the Russian aggres-
sion in Ukraine: journalists, photojournalists, cameramen, eye-
witness bloggers, fixers accredited by the Ukrainian authorities,
and not by Russian institutions or administrations in the terri-
tories occupied and not recognized by the world community, and
secondly, those journalists who fulfill their civic duty and defend
their native land from the Moscow horde with weapons in their
hands. Based on data from open sources, M. Zhytariuk tried to
mention in this investigation the journalists who died during the
ATO-JFO periods, starting from 24 February 2022, in particular,
graduates of the Faculty of Journalism: Vasyl Kindratskyi, Taras
Matviyiv, Valentyn Prysich, Yevhen Gulevych, Andrii Kryshtal,
Vadym Koftunov, Roman Ryazhskyi, Roman Pankevych, Andrii
Dusan, Bohdan Markevych.

In the section «Strategic media narratives in the con-
text of the Russian-Ukrainian war: the dynamics of in-
formation resistance», Tetyana Khomenko draws attention to
the main aspects of the current war, in which Ukraine’s informa-
tion strategy should be aimed at uniting society in resistance to
Russian propaganda narratives since the Russian-Ukrainian war
is not only an armed conflict but also a struggle for information
space.

So, we may assert that a narrative war is taking place today. It
involves a clash of narratives and templates that Russian propa-
gandists use to «adjust» manipulative stories and simulacra by
imposing their own versions of reality (crucified boy, protection
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of the Russian-speaking population, denazification, Banderites,
etc.), and the content of Ukrainian media, the semantic structure
of which should help consolidate Ukrainians and support Ukraine
in the world (Ukrainian culture, struggle for freedom and inde-
pendence, democracy, European choice, heroism of the Ukrainian
people).

In the section «Thematic and content review of the pe-
riodical press in the conditions of the russian-Ukrain-
ian war (on the example of newspapers of Donetsk and
Chernihiv regions)» Maryan Lozynskyi examines the publica-
tions of twolocal (district) newspapers of Donetsk region («Vpered»,
Bakhmut city and «Zorya», Lyman city) and one regional newspa-
per («Visnyk», Chernihiv city). The author notes that journalists of
local publications, through their newspaper materials, are trying
to unite spiritual and moral forces in order to raise the faith of
the residents in the return of their native land of Lyman region
to Motherland-Ukraine. In this overview, M. Lozynskyi concludes
that the printed press in the front-line areas of the Donetsk and
Chernihiv regions in the conditions of the russian-Ukrainian
war is an important carrier of the Ukrainian information front.
Ukrainian media of the Chernihiv, Donetsk, and Kherson regions
are incredibly valuable, because they tell about events in Ukraine
directly from the «hot spots», which helps to learn about the he-
roic pages of the new history of the Ukrainian army, volunteers,
etc. Therefore, journalistic activity is very dangerous, and the
price of information is extremely high.
