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PREFACE

The nationalistic principle
of Ukrainian journalism

The current full-scale genocidal, terrorist, ecocidal, destructive 28th
war of the Russian Federation against Ukraine is a war of civilisations,
worldviews, identities; it 1s a war for Ukrainian national and universal
moral, spiritual and democratic values. Its continental, globalising,
existential nature prompts a profound rethinking of the entire educational
process, including the system of journalism education. After all, it is
extremely important that every student in Ukraine master the profession
of journalism on Ukrainian-centric, civic, and state-oriented principles.

In the context of anti-Ukrainian Russian military and information-
psychological aggression, the teachings of Prince Vladimir Monomakh
of the ancient Ukrainian state of Rus are relevant: «Listen to the wise,
obey your elders, be friendly with your equals and inferiors; speak without
deceit, understand much; do not be deceitful in your words, do not slander
with your speech, suppress your anger, have pure thoughts, motivating
yourself to do good deeds for the sake of the Lord...».

The profound essence of Vladimir Monomakh's conceptual ideas
regarding the younger generation also concerns the formation of
professional, moral, spiritual, national and civic qualities in students —
future journalists — during their theoretical and practical mastery of the
profession. After all, the moral and national foundations of journalistic
work are inextricably linked to the principles, functions and norms of a
journalist's professional ethics, their worldview, national and spiritual
statehood thinking and convictions, professional talent, intellect, and
ability to always be ready for psychologically creative work.
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In view that the principles of journalistic creativity are formed and
established on the basis of an understanding the laws and processes of
socio-political life and are reflection to them, in the current conditions
of Russia's existential war against Ukraine, we must adhere first and
foremost to the principle of «Ukrainian nation-centrism». This principle
unites other principles of journalistic activity, determines the choice of
optimal options for covering the Ukrainian national liberation struggle
against its eternal enemies — the Moscow invaders and destroyers —
and the problems of peaceful national state-building.

Based on the principle of Ukrainian nation-centrism, we must consider
the structure of protection the national, linguistic, cultural, informational
and humanitarian space, the creation of a «protective film» (S. Vovkanich),
and the spiritual and intellectual knowledge of Ukrainians as immunity
that helps to realise the essence of the Ukrainian National Idea of statehood
and the affirmation of national identity in the global multicultural
environment. «A comprehensive solution to this problem involves raising
the linguistic, worldview-intellectual, moral-spiritual, and national-civic
level of student education».

Even before the full-scale invasion of Ukraine by Russian barbarians
and destroyers, student Taras Matviiv reflected: «Ukraine is a mystery
and my sorrow. Through me, your centuries of greatness and suffering
have passed beyond the edge of life. Even in hell, I am Ukrainian, and
you are my mother. I am a young Ukrainian, I am a new nation! No one
will drink my blood anymore! My time has come! I have been waiting for
this moment for a long time, and I must give an answer for the lost
centuries!» For the Ukrainian word, the Ukrainian national worldview,
the moral meaning of life, for freedom and Ukrainian identity, Ukrainian
and European democratic values, for the public demand for truth, the
graduates of the Faculty of Journalism of Lviv Ivan Franko National
University, Yevhen Hulevych, Andriy Dusan, Vasyl Kindratsky, Vadym
Koftunov, Bohdan Markevych, Taras Matviiv (hero of Ukraine —
posthumously), Roman Pankievych, Valentin Prysich, and Roman
Ryazhskikh gave their most precious gift — their lives — for the Ukrainian
language, the Ukrainian national worldview, the moral content of life,
freedom and Ukrainian identity, Ukrainian and European democratic
values, and the public demand for truth.

During the defence of the Ukrainian state from Moscow-Russian
cannibals, Taras Podedvorny, assistant professor of the Department of
Radio and Television Broadcasting, was wounded.

Preface

Globalisation processes, Russian military and information-psycholo-
gical aggression have determined pedagogical and educational principles,
the essence of which is that every Ukrainian, especially students of the
Faculty of Journalism, should receive comprehensive, truthful knowledge
of Ukrainian history, political science, philosophy, and Russian-Ukrainian
relations, deeply master the systemic components of information
and psychological security, and become nationally conscious fighters
for a united, national Ukrainian Ukraine. Professor V. Monastyrsky
emphasised that in the learning process, attention should be focused
on «returning Ukrainians to their own political, economic, cultural and
spiritual nationalism as quickly as possible».

In order to understand the essence of the media mission in the context
of humanistic Ukrainian nationalism, as opposed to sinister Russian
chauvinism = Rashism, the students intellectual knowledge must be
based on the philosophy of natural Ukrainian nationalism, which is a kind
of immune system of the nation and protects it from denationalisation,
assimilation, Little Russianism, and Janissaryism contribute to the
formation of resilience, survival, spiritual self-expression, and the stability
of the nation and national identity.

The humanistic values on which Ukrainian national mentality and
identity are based were characterised by Omelyan Vyshnevsky: 1. Absolute
eternal values. 2. National values. 3. Civic values. 4. Family values.
5. Personal life values. Professor Iryna Farion often quoted Stepan
Bandera, who said that God gave Ukrainians two most important
concepts: to defend freedom and to know the truth. If you cannot defend
freedom and do not know historical truth, the nation will disappear.

It is extremely important that all students, as well as practising
journalists, deeply understand and clearly and reasonably explain to
Ukrainians, who have been deceived by chauvinists and cosmopolitans of
various stripes in foreign countries, the humanistic essence of Ukrainian
nationalism, emphasising that «nationalism is the angel of vengeance
for the ruling and exploiting nations, the angel of vengeance for the
oppressed» (M. Mikhnovsky).

The education and upbringing of students on Ukrainian-centred
national principles ensures conviction in unity not only with current
life-giving processes, but also with past ones, which is the defining genetic
code of the ethnic group, the people, the nation, which helps to preserve
itself in the most difficult existential and geopolitical environment. One
of the determining factors in the formation and preservation of the
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Ukrainian national identity is the mastery of the normative discipline
‘Intellectual and Psychological Foundations of Mass Communication’ by
third-year students of the Faculty of Journalism at Lviv Ivan Franko
National University during the semester. The basis for the theoretical
and practical study of this course is the textbook «Psychology of Mass
Media». This is the first textbook in Ukraine that systematically presents
the psychology of media production and media perception, reveals the
psychology of the journalist's personality, and the moral and psychological
foundations of creativity. It examines the essence of freedom speech and
the responsibility of journalists characterises the psychology of tolerance/
intolerance in journalism. It reveals the specifics in the formation of
individual and public opinion under the influence of the mass media.
It analyses the psychological aspects of Ukraine's information and
psychological security. Student materials on the functioning of the mass
media and the socio-political situation in Ukraine caused by Russian
military (2014) and manipulative information and psychological aggression
have been published.

Students supply and deepen the knowledge gained in lectures by
writing about each section of the textbook and research journalistic
materials from scientific collections and magazines. Olga Rura noted in
her summary analysis: «The book ,,Psychology of Mass Media™ is a unique
resource for studying the psychological mechanisms underlying the
perception of information, as well as for assessing the ethical responsibility
of journalists and media producers. It opens up new horizons for readers
in terms of studying the methodology of mass media perception in the
process of forming individual and public opinion and the national and
spiritual development of society.

Through in-depth analysis of the media's influence on various
spheres of life, the author emphasises the importance of a conscious
approach to the media as a tool that has the potential to change not only
individual but also collective consciousness. The textbook also examines
the issue of freedom speech and the role of the media in society, which
is particularly relevant to the context of contemporary political and
social challenges. This approach allows a better understanding of the
Iinteraction mechanisms between the media and society, as well as the
influence of mass media on the formation of national identity in Ukraine
and beyond. In my opinion, the textbook is useful not only for students,
but also for practising journalists.

«Vasyl Lyzanchuk’s textbook ,,Psychology of Mass Media™ is a thorough
and nationally oriented study that combines psychological, journalistic,
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and philosophical approaches to analysing the functioning of the media,
emphasised Bohdana Svitanko. ‘Its key advantage is in systematic
understanding not only of the processes media production, media
perception, but also the profound essence of the journalistic profession
as a moral, spiritual and civic calling. The author emphasises the role of
the journalist as a bearer of national values, a shaper of public opinion
and a fighter for the informational and psychological security of the state.

The book makes you think about the fact that journalism is not
just a means of delivering news, but a subtle tool for shaping deep national
humanity. It is necessary for everyone who wants to work in journalism
honestly, responsibly and for the benefit of people. No matter how many
years have passed, the psychology of mass media must be known and
understood.

The latest geopolitical processes, characterised primarily by the
brutal war waged by Moscow and Russia against Ukraine, also pose a
powerful challenge to journalism. Based on the ideological, national and
methodological foundations of the textbooks «Psychology of Mass Media»
and «Journalistic Mastery», the textbook Psychological Foundations
of Media Functioning reveals the functioning of traditional (classical)
Ukrainian journalism, outlines the features of new journalism and gonzo
journalism, and explores the main aspects of students' professional and
civic education. The textbook reveals the methodology for students to
write creative research papers on the most pressing issues of socio-political
life in Ukraine and foreign countries.

The innovative, non-traditional essence of this textbook lies in the
fact that it is based on students' creative works on the theme «And my
weapon is as radiant as the will of God, so that I may join the battle with
it» (the Moscow-Russian war against Ukraine in my life). The students'
creative works demonstrate the ideological, thematic, moral, psychological,
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political, ideological, linguistic and cultural level of intellectual maturity
of future certified journalists.

Responsible, competent, and conscientious completion of creative
tasks not only contributes to professional growth as journalists, but above
all, it is the intellectual and civic foundation for students' awareness that
journalism is a basic requirement of democracy and that the professional
educational patriotism of Ukrainian journalists should consist in
not succumbing to Russian manipulative technologies regarding
the understanding of the term «hate speech». By imposing on the
world community the thesis that Ukrainian media outlets distort the
«humanistic goal» of Putin's «special operation» against Nazis, fascists,
Mazepists, Petliurists, and Bandera supporters, who, they say, have
seized power in Ukraine and are sowing misunderstanding, hatred, and
sinister feelings among nations. In reality, this is how Moscow’s age-old
enemies and their accomplices in Ukraine want to prevent Ukrainian
nationalist experts from honestly reporting on the Russian Federation's
full-scale genocidal, ecocidal, terrorist war against Ukraine.

A particularly innovative feature of this textbook is that students
conduct content analysis and intent analysis of creative works published
in the textbook in order to thoroughly master the practical skills of
creating journalistic materials. Content analysis and intent analysis are
important components of the educational information and pedagogical
scheme «addresser—intention—text content—addressee—decoding—impact».
Students modify, transform, and interpret the information they receive
in their minds and form the basic intellectual and spiritual novelty for
their future journalistic activities.
